AOMC Delegates Meeting- May 2006

New Letterhead. As stated in my last report, I had to develop my own letterhead, rather than use the official AOMC one which was leading  some to think of it as official Minutes. It has always been simply Hutchie's report to my own club. Over the years, numerous other Club Delegates have asked for a copy, to eliminate the need for everybody to be  writing up the report.


Please excuse the indulgence of this elderly gent., in including a picture of a K model Hupmobile, which is the car I have been trying to get on the road for many years. (May have been finished by now if I hadn't been doing things like writing Delegates Reports.)


The Venue. Since the VDC have sold their hall at Pascoe Vale, the East Malvern RSL Club (where we met in February and also  August last year), was decided on, and published in the AOMC Newsletter. Unfortunately, dates were confused and then the RSL hall was unavailable on the 22nd. The new site had to be found in a hurry. Our poor Office Manager Judy Collins has had the task of trying to notify everybody. Did you all get the message? If not, better not ring Judy, she's cross enough already.


President Peter Richards (Mustang Owners Club) opened the meeting at 8-05 at the new emergency venue, which Delegates had managed to find alright, as the very good turnout indicated. The hall was very suitable, with tea, coffee and bickies before and after the meeting as usual.  So well done after all.


There was no guest speaker, as time had been allowed for what might have been lengthy debate on two agenda items.

1. Changes to the Constitution, and   2. Proposed changes to the Club Permit Scheme, (CPS). Details below. 


Secretary Iain Ross (Bristol Owners Club) detailed inward & outward correspondence. Quite a lot of the inwards mail was from clubs regarding the CPS changes. It appears that most are accepting of the Log Book idea, but there are various suggestions for changes to the details. The usual "Correspondence Schedule" sheets were available, giving a summary of contents.   


Treasurer Pam Hill (Veteran Car Club) gave the financial report. Full details will appear in the official Minutes in the next AOMC Newsletter. (I purposely never report on Treasurers figures, preferring to defer to the Minutes, however, Pam did mention two items which are worthy of comment---owing on GST  $348 and the latest BAS statement was for $3,571).


You will notice that when I find it necessary to explain something in my own words, or express an opinion, rather than to actually report what occurred,  it is typed in italic. To express personal views as part of the report is both misleading &  not ethical.   


The next Agenda item was  proposed Constitution Changes. These had been sent to all clubs, and circulated widely. (I got a copy as a Supporter, and another as a Delegate). It was also published in full in the AOMC Newsletter. The Motion to implement these changes was moved by Committee Member Richard Snedden (Wolseley Car Club). Richard answered several questions prior to the Motion being put to the Delegates, who voted for it unanimously. 


For those who were not present, a brief  explanation may be in order.------


As one of those who had a part in re-writing the Constitution some 5 years ago, we thought we had it perfect, but found at the AGM last November, there was a problem with the term "Executive", referring to the whole Committee. This resulted in everybody who had served for 6 years getting the sack. Nobody wanted this, but the  wording in the Constitution  was there, so had to be changed. 

 These changes have solved the problem, by re-naming the full group elected at an AGM the "Management" Committee, being made up of up to 5 ordinary Committee members & an Executive, comprising--  President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, & Publicity Officer. Now the 6 year tenure only applies to each of the 5 Executive positions, as always intended. Such person could still be elected to the Management Committee, or indeed, a different Executive position.


Shows Report. Secretary Iain Ross thanked the RACV as our major sponsor, and other minor sponsors, and all those who helped in the preparation and actual jobs on the days of the two shows. Iain stated that he is about to send letters of thanks to all those people who did the judging. He also thanked Howard Billings (Rover Club), for the great job of publicizing the events.


Presentations were made to two clubs for outstanding displays at the British & European days. The judges could not decide between these displays, so an award went to both Sunbeam Car Club, and the Victorian Mini Club.


Treasurer Pam Hill was asked to report on behalf of the Shows Sub-Committee. Pam gave a list of all income & expenditure for the shows, but a summary is ---American Show,  878 vehicles  and over 2,000 paying customers through the gate. Profit $42,852




British & European Show,  725 vehicles,  not many through gate because of rain all day.     Profit $5,895


Pam reported that the American day was a record, but that the B & E day was held in such terrible weather, that while there was a good turn-out of cars in the circumstances, the small number of spectators, was understandable since it rained most of the day.


Secretary Iain explained that the B & E day at end of April was due to The Games, and the Grand Prix, and that next year it will be earlier as usual.

Engine Numbers. Philip (and others) drew attention to the new procedures at VicRoads regarding renewal of and application for new permits. It appears that they are sending you packing if the signature from your club is not on their computer file. It is strongly suggested that each club gets a form together with the name, address & signature of all of the people in your club who are authorized to sign. Also see that it has the official club seal shown. This message came from several Delegates. The Burwood Branch is apparently the toughest.


This was printed at the bottom of Philip's report page 7 AOMC Newsletter. Be warned, do it now.


Club Permit Scheme (cps). There was some discussion on this topic, as could have been expected, but not as drawn out as had been allowed for, so as a result we finished the meeting quite early enough to be able to gather for a chat over a "cuppa" and bickies.


There have been quite a few suggestions coming from people who use their cars only 5 or 6 times a year, like the veterans, who think perhaps a log book with fewer than 90 pages could be available at a lesser permit price.


Secretary Iain Ross stated that the latest information from VicRoads was printed in the AOMC Newsletter, meaning that while Clubs and Delegates were fully up to date with the changes to the CPS, that there had been several meetings with the Sub-Committee looking at the numerous suggestions coming in, so that they would be ready for the next session with VicRoads people.
